d. There were no other planning matters reported. 
 
Cllr. Bishop left the meeting at this point. 
 
Footpaths. 
a. The Clerk reported that Cllr. Johnston had advised him that there was nothing significant to report. 
The Clerk stated that a parishioner had asked whether the Footpath Warden could use weed killer to clear 
the path near to her house that leads into a field. Councillors who walk that path stated that the path was 
not in a serious state that necessarily required such drastic action.

b. The Parish Council resolved to pay the annual subscription of £150 to the Valley Parishes Alliance. 
 
c. The Council noted the ‘New Councillor Training Courses’ and following comments from Cllr. 
Phillips, resolved that no-one wished to be nominated to attend. 
 
d. The Council resolved to make the payments shown under ‘Payments to be authorised’ on the  
Financial Statement. 
 
Open Spaces. 
a. Cllr. Edwards stated that he had  nothing significant to report.  
 
b. Cllr. Edwards stated that there was nothing significant to report in respect of the Play equipment. 
He stated that the Play Area gate needs some attention and that the Rotating Web (the roundabout) 
needed greasing.

Cllrs. Biles, Parker and Richardson each offered their apologies for non-attendance at the next meeting. 
 
15.   Any Other Business. 
Exchange of views on matters not requiring a decision. 
 
Cllr. Parker reported that although the Salisbury Diocese had given permission for the new bench to be 
placed in the churchyard atop an old memorial stone that was to be laid horizontally it had proved 
impossible to move the memorial stone to its correct position because of its weight. He added that 
notwithstanding this the bench will still be located in the churchyard. 
 
The Clerk reported that he had received enquiries from two parishioners expressing interest in becoming 
parish councillors. The Council confirmed that it was interested in co-opting members to enable a full 
Council to be formed and asked the Clerk to contact the parishioners in question and to confirm their 
eligibility. If eligible, the Clerk was asked to include a suitable agenda item at the next meeting to enable 
the Parish Council to decide whether or not to co-opt the parishioners.

Clerk’s Note. 
The Parish Council decisions regarding these actions are shown under Para 6c. 
 
b. Cllr. Parker who had attended the Area Board and had been prepared to give a presentation at the 
Area Board in respect of the ‘Westwood 20 mph Speed Limit Trial’ provided the following the following 
written report (reproduced in italics below). Subsequent to this report, a number of the points were 
addressed and are recorded under Para 6a above. 
 
Mark Smith and Andy Cadwallader and Jen Hiscock who works with them on this programme for Wiltshire 
Council were at the Area Board this week talking about this new service and how it will work. They were 
explaining how they were communicating the details around the parishes. I suggested that they came and 
talked to the Parish Councils. Mark said that they would not be able to come to every parish council 
meeting (which was not what I asked) as they don’t get paid for work in the evenings (as though we do!) 
But he did say that they would come occasionally to update us. So I suggest that we invite Mark and Andy 
to our September meeting to brief us on what services are now available and how the first few months 
have gone. We could then invite them to come twice a year to update us. 
  
Most of the rest of the Area Board meeting was routine, but the last item was on the 20 mph limit, where 
we were due to give a presentation which had been cancelled as the portfolio holder for traffic, John 
Thomson, could not come due to a bereavement. So I forcefully said that we were very frustrated and 
getting very angry about all the prevarications, delays and mis-communications that had gone on, that we 
were no nearer now than we seemed to be 2 years ago, that the statistics of village participation in the 
survey gave us a far stronger public mandate for “legalising” the 20 mph limit than any of them had as 
newly elected councillors, that before the trial the police used to come about once a month to do some 
speed checks but that since the 20mph went in no one had come, due possibly to the decision of the 
Association of Chief Police Officers deciding not to enforce 20mph zones, then that we were not even able

to help ourselves using the CommunitySspeedwatch because that had “died”. When I sat down Alan 
Mines, Chairman of Wingfield Parish Council stood up and said that in their own experience they totally 
agreed with me. There was then some very positive discussion in the Area Board with everyone agreeing 
how totally disappointed they were with the way things had gone. So the board unanimously agreed to 
write a strong letter to John Thomson saying how important this was and that he really needs to pick it up 
and do something. They also agreed to write a very strong letter to the new Police Commissioner to 
express their disappointment that nothing was being done to enforce these limits. So overall a very good 
result from the Area Board

Priorities. 
The priority for the Rural Beat is tackling Burglaries and Non Dwelling Burglaries (such as sheds and 
garages) throughout Bradford Town Centre and the villages. Operation Magpie is currently being run 
involving regular high visibility and plain clothed patrols being carried out throughout the area to deter or 
catch criminals. 
 
Other incidents of interest. 

• It should be noted from the above stats that burglaries (dwelling and non dwelling) are on the 
increase again. Holt suffered 11 burglaries and 3 thefts in one night, mainly garages and sheds. 
Thankfully, the only high value items stolen on the 7th and 19th June were later recovered and 
returned to the owners (push bikes). Unfortunately, no forensics were recovered from any of the 
scenes and it would appear no one witnessed the burglaries. At present, these burglaries remain 
undetected but it is always possible in the future that we arrest someone who admits to these 
burglaries. With the warmer weather hopefully looming, we urge residents to ensure that windows 
are shut and doors locked when they go out or go to bed and that all outbuildings such as sheds 
and garages are secured as best as possible. All too often we attend burglaries where back doors, 
sheds or cars were left unlocked, and this was the case in Holt where the 2 houses entered were 
unlocked. Insurance companies may not cover burglaries to insecure premises or vehicles. 

Success stories. 
• A male has been arrested in connection with the theft of a car from Avoncliff and a Quad bike from 

Haugh (near Winsley). 
•  Operation Magpie is being run on most evenings to deter or catch offenders. We are also carrying 

out a number of warrants on addresses that we suspect, through intelligence received, might be

8.    Sub-Committees. 
 
Open Spaces. 
a. Cllr. Edwards stated that he had  nothing significant to report.  
 
b. Cllr. Edwards stated that there was nothing significant to report in respect of the Play equipment. 
He stated that a paling was still missing from the Play Area fence and that the waste bin needed emptying. 
He added that he would contact Wiltshire Council in respect of the latter matter. He commented that the 
swings had been fouled by birds but councillors considered no effective action could be taken to prevent 
this from occurring. Cllr. Phillips confirmed that he had greased the roundabout and commented that weeds 
were growing through the tarmacked path that runs through the path. Cllr. Bishop stated that he would 
contact Mr Cooke to remove the weeds. 
 
c. Cllr. Johnson gave a report on the existing dropped kerbs and the need for additional ones and on 
the basis of that report the Parish Council resolved that no additional dropped kerbs were necessary. 
 
d. There were no other matters raised by councillors. 
 
Environment. 
a. Earlier in the meeting, prior to his departure, Cllr. Richardson gave a verbal report in respect of the 
highways, bridleways and pavements and a possible extension of the Virtual Pavement. He provided a 
written report on these matters and this report is reproduced below (shown in italics):  
 
Inspection of Highways, Bridleways & Pavements. 
These have been completed by Cllrs. Richardson, Edwards and Biles, and a summary report has been 
sent to Dave Thomas, Traffic Engineering Manager, Wiltshire Council. The report has been updated and 
now comprises thirty-three issues raised and Jen Hiscock and Andy Cadwallader own the Wiltshire Council 
response to the report. A reply from Jen Hiscock was promised on 28 June, but this has not been received. 
 
PROPOSED ACTION : Cllr. Ian Richardson will chase as the response was promised last Friday and is 
outstanding. 
Dave Thomas, Highways, suggests that the warranty under the previous contract should still be 
enforceable to get remedial cost-free repairs to the substandard redressing work carried out last Summer. 
 
Signage at the crossroads at C217 and B3109 :  
A review of the signage at this junction has been completed and a work order raised.  This work was 
scheduled for June but is still outstanding, probably delayed by the handover to Balfour Beatty. 
 
Position of 50mph repeater sign near the old Elms Cross vineyard :  
This is a badly placed sign which will be corrected at the same time as the C217/B3109 signage. 
 
Extension of Virtual Pavement around the blind bend at The New Inn 
Cllr. Ian Richardson met Dave Thomas, Highways today [1st July] to consider extending the on-carriage 
footpath on the South side of the road to the point opposite the last dwelling.

4. Adjournment. 
The meeting was adjourned for Wiltshire Councillor Magnus Macdonald and any members of the public 
present to raise any points of interest. The meeting was then reconvened. 
 
5. Westwood Road Safety. 
a. Cllr. Richardson gave a verbal report to the members of the Council in respect of the ‘Westwood 20 
mph Speed limit Trial and Road Safety ’ and he provided the Clerk with a written report that is reproduced 
below (shown in italics): 

 
Wiltshire Council 20mph Policy  
It was not necessary for Cllr. Ian Richardson to attend and protest at the Wiltshire Council full Cabinet 
Meeting on 18th July as Cllr. John Thomson, the Deputy Head of the Wiltshire Council, agreed to proceed 
with a formal Traffic Road Order [TRO] ahead of, and regardless of, the imminent Wiltshire Council 
20mph Policy. 
 
The Wiltshire Council 20mph Policy has been published and is currently progressing through the public 
consultation phase which is due to finish on 20th September. There will be a full debate and major item on 
the Community Area Board agenda on 18th September to be held at St Laurence school.  
 
The TRO for making the 20mph limit law in Westwood has been advertised for public consultation and is 
due to finish on 9th September. Unless unforeseen issues are raised and cannot be answered from 
information already held, this should pass into law by the end of September. Otherwise, a Cabinet Report 
will be required to address the issues raised during the consultation period.  Unless these objections are 
accepted and are allowed to overturn the policy to date, this will delay the TRO entering law until the end 
of November. If and when passed into law, the 20mph will be enforceable. A similar process is being run 
in parallel to make the 20mph limit permanent in Limpley Stoke. 
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At the Community Area Transport Group [CATG] meeting on 2nd September, attended by Cllr. Ian 
Richardson, it is understood that there is now a long list of requests from many other communities in this 
area to follow the precedent sent by Westwood and Limpley Stoke. 
 
Community Speed Watch. 
Cllr. Ian Richardson is to attend the launch and preview to be hosted by Angus Macpherson, PCC and 
Sponsor in Wiltshire, on 16th September. New vetting forms have been completed by three Councillors 
and eight Parishioners, and these have been submitted.  A further applicant is being progressed. 
Training for the new CSW schemes is being scheduled for October and November, for which a letter is on 
its way to Cllr. Ian Richardson.

Operation Magpie is currently being run 
involving regular high visibility and plain clothed patrols being carried out throughout the area to deter or 
catch criminals. 
Other incidents of interest

pushbikes and other items such as a mower, a wheel barrow, fuel oil etc. Once again care should 
be taken to secure items as best as possible. Theft of fuel oil is quite common and the fitting of an 
alarm is strongly recommended. 

• Limpley Stoke Church has been targeted twice this last month and stone, tiles and lead stolen.

The Parish Council resolved unanimously to request the Wiltshire Council member, Cllr. Macdonald, to 
‘call-in’ this application for it to be determined by the Wiltshire Council Planning Committee. The Parish 
Council resolved unanimously that it had the following objections (shown in italics below) to the proposed 
development: 

 
• The proposed development represents overdevelopment of the site by nature of the size of the 

development. 
• The proposed access (entrance/exit) to the development joins the busy Lower Westwood Road and 

is directly adjacent to a very narrow blind bend on that road. There is a significant road safety 
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hazard already existing at that location and the proposed access to the development will 
exacerbate that danger to an unacceptable level. 

 
The Parish Council further resolved that should the Planning Committee be minded to permit the 
development there should be a condition that prevents the proposed holiday accommodation from being 
changed into a separate permanent residence or used for residential purposes. 
 
c. There were no planning applications received after 27 August 2013. 
 
Footpaths. 
Cllr. Johnston stated that a stile on Path 8, near to Lye Green, needed attention – the stones comprising 
part of this stile are loose. She also reported that the stile at the junction of Paths 9/10/8 is tipping over. 
The Clerk was asked to contact the Footpath Warden and to report these matters. 
 
Cllr. Tillion commented that the wooded walkway that lies across Path 24 to avoid the swamp is very 
slippery and needs wire netting on it, or something similar, to provide a better foothold. 
 
The Clerk reported that a parishioner had complained that overgrown vegetation on Path 16 needed 
cutting back. Cllr. Phillips stated that he would attend to it. 
 
The Council resolved that the Clerk purchases copies of the A2 size colour Westwood Public Rights of 
Way 2012 map to enable each councillor to have a copy. Cllr. Johnston asked that smaller copies of the 
map be made available at Westwood Stores for the use of visitors to the village. The Clerk stated that he 
would make enquiries regarding any copyright issues. 
 
Cemetery.    
a. Cllr. Bishop stated that the cemetery was in good order. He added that the double gate to the 
cemetery needed attention as it now failed to latch properly. He stated that he would contact Mr Cooke and 
ask him to investigate the problem. Cllr. Bishop added that it was possible that the stone pillar supporting 
the gate had become unstable. 
 
The Clerk reported that he had received and had approved two memorial applications – one in respect of 
Boniface; the other Shore and that the appropriate fees had been paid. 
 
b. The Clerk confirmed that James Long (Masons) had completed the Safety Inspection of the 
cemetery and he passed the results of the inspection to Cllr. Bishop to establish whether any action was 
necessary. 
 
 c. The Clerk confirmed that Wiltshire Council had written to the Parish Council confirming that it had 
accepted responsibility for the ‘closed churchyard’. The Clerk added that he had understood from the 
Parochial Church Council that the transfer of responsibility will take place on 1 October 2013. 
 
10. Westwood Update. 
a. The Parish Council confirmed by means of a resolution that the policy of not including 
correspondence from parishioners in the Westwood Update will continue. 
 
Clerk’s Note. 
The Westwood Update Editorial Policy has been amended in the light of the resolution at 10a above. The 
policy is stated in Editorial Policy Issue 4 dated 2 September 2013. 
 
b. The review of the size and cost of producing the Westwood Update was deferred until the next 
meeting. 
 
11. Parish Council Surgery. 
a. Cllrs. Phillips reported that he and other councillors had held a ‘surgery’ at the Flower Show held on 
26 August and that the following matters had been raised: 
 

• The state of the footpath by the Social Club (1). 
• The overgrown vegetation on the steps leading from Linden Crescent to Lower Westwood Road (2). 
• The need for a Grit Bin at the Bobbin Lane turning circle (3). 
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• The proposed plans for developing the Parish Room (4). 
 
The Footpath sub-Committee agreed to investigate items (1) and (2) above. Councillors commented that a 
request for a Grit Bin at Bobbin Lane had previously been passed to Wiltshire Council and had been 
refused. The Clerk commented that information regarding the development of the Parish Room should be 
sought from the Parochial Church Council. 
 
b. The Council resolved that the next Surgery is to be held on 25 September and the names of 
members to be present at the Surgery are to be confirmed.

1. Welcome and Introductions. 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.   
 
2.    Apologies. 
Apologies for non-attendance were received from Parish Councillor I Richardson. 
 
3. Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 2 September 2013. 
The minutes of this meeting were signed as a true and accurate record. 
 
4. Adjournment. 
The meeting was adjourned for Wiltshire Councillor Magnus Macdonald and any members of the public 
present to raise any points of interest. The meeting was then reconvened. 
 
5. Westwood Road Safety. 
Cllr. Richardson provided the Clerk with written reports that are reproduced below (shown in italics). The 
Clerk summarised the main points for the benefit of the Council. 

 
a. Road Traffic Order (Westwood 20mph Speed Limit).  
Public consultation finished on 9th September, with only one objection raised.  A Cabinet Report has been 
prepared and signoff is expected by 18th October, following which the 20mph TRO should be made by 
early November. 
Once in force, the following changes will be made to our signage : 
 

• The delimiter on the East side where the C222 Upper Westwood Road becomes a single lane on 
the exit from Upper Westwood towards Freshford, will be moved to the other side of Downside 
Nurseries and additional roundels installed. 

• Additional roundels will be installed along the stretch of C217 Lower Westwood Road on entering 
the village from the East towards the blind bend at The New Inn. 

NOTE : at the same time, and at no extra cost to Westwood Parish Council, it has been agreed to extend 
the On-Carriage Footpath on the South side from the junction towards Westwood Manor to just past the 
first dwelling on entering the village from the East on the C217 Lower Westwood Road. 
 
b. Community Speed Watch (CSW). 
Volunteers :  
Of the original 12 volunteers, 2 have since withdrawn and 1 has not returned the completed Vetting Form. 
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The Vetting procedures are not completed until the Vetting Unit signs off the volunteers which takes up to 
8 weeks.  This may not be complete until the end of October. 
The remaining 9 volunteers have their training booked from 14th October to 18th November. 
When [a] the volunteers have all been trained; and [b] their Vetting has been completed; and [c] the 
20mph TRO is made permanent, then the CSW scheme may start in Westwood. 
 
Scheme & Enforcement : 
Cllr. Ian Richardson attended the launch of the new CSW scheme at the Wiltshire Police HQ in Devizes 
on 16th September, hosted and presented by Angus Macpherson, PCC, and Patrick Geenty, Chief 
Constable.  Around 50 parishes were represented and many issues were raised and noted, the most 
common of which concerned enforcement. 
Cllr. Ian Richardson met Leanne Homewood, the CSW Coordinator for Wiltshire Police, on 4th October, to 
discuss a number of points but, in particular, the issues and concerns about enforcement.  Since the 
launch, the process has become clearer and the following key points were noted the 3 levels of 
enforcement of our 20mph [once in force legally] : 
 

• Any driver who lives in Wiltshire who is clocked exceeding 20mph, including tolerances, will receive 
a 1st warning letter.  If caught again, a 2nd stronger worded warning letter will be sent.  On the 3rd 
occasion, the driver will be fined and receive a home visit by the Police. 

 
• If the driver is not resident in Wiltshire, there will be Police liaison with the constabulary of the 

county concerned to take the appropriate action on the 3rd offence.  In addition, as data will be 
available for repeat offenders, the CSW coordinator for Westwood will be able to request support 
from the local police who will attempt to catch and prosecute the offender directly. 

 
• Any driver clocked speeding at 50% over the limit [35mph or more], will be prosecuted by the Police 

and they will receive a home visit directly without any warning letters. 
 
Once Cllr. Richardson has attended his training on 14th October to confirm these points, he will propose 
that the Enforcement Policy is published in the next Westwood Update to “forewarn” parishioners. 
 
c. Redressing of the C217/C22 roads. 
In his report Cllr. Richardson reported the following: 
The remediation work under warranty has been carried out, and this has mainly been focussed on 
junctions with the C217 Lower Westwood Road. 
Councillors discussed the standard of the remedial work and resolved that no further work was 
necessary. 
 
d. The Clerk reported that he had received no further correspondence from Duncan Hames MP or 
from any parishioners. 
 
e. In his report Cllr. Richardson reported the following: 
C217 / B3109 junction signage: Wiltshire Council plans for improved signage and their positions were 
agreed by Cllr. Richardson on 16th September.  A Work Order has been raised and the work is scheduled 
to be done in December, 2013. 
 
Cllr. Edwards commented that many of the road signs were currently obscured with foliage and other 
vegetation. Cllr. Edwards was advised to inform Cllr. Richardson and for the latter to alert the Bradford on 
Avon Community Area Highways and Streetscene Coordinator and to request that the signs are cleared. 
 
Proceedings relating to the extension of the Virtual Pavement around the blind bend at The New Inn and 
a ‘Raised Pavement’ along the C217 Lower Westwood Road to Iford are reported under ‘Environment’ – 
Agenda item 7.  
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6. Neighbourhood Policing. 
a. PCSO MacLachlan of the Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT) gave the following report (shown in 
italics):

Priorities. 
The priority for the Rural Beat is tackling theft throughout Bradford Town Centre and the villages. Regular 
high visibility and plain clothed patrols are being carried out throughout the beat to deter or catch criminals. 
Other incidents of interest 

• Following the latest RTC at the crossroads, I would like to discuss the issue of safety at the meeting 
as I believe something needs to be done to improve this junction. 

Success stories. 
• I am very pleased to report three success stories to you. Alan Campbell was wanted in connection 

with several canal boat burglaries over the summer, and was recently arrested in Lincolnshire and 
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transferred to Wiltshire where he has been charged with 5 burglaries and remanded in custody until 
his court appearance tomorrow. 

• There were 3 incidents of lead and tile theft from St Mary’s Church in Limpley Stoke in early August 
and 3 people have been arrested and charged with these offences. 

• The Trowbridge and Bradford on Avon area has been victim to multiple dwelling burglaries over the 
past year or more and Matthew Reynolds from Bradford town was arrested and charged with 3 
burglaries and was remanded in custody awaiting trial in October. Since his arrest, there have been 
no burglaries reported. This is a major breakthrough but residents should still be mindful of good 
security as there is always someone out there ready to take his place!

b. The Council resolved to make the payments shown under ‘Payments to be authorised’ on the  
Financial Statement including the payments of £169 to Mr Cooke and £20 to XYZ Web (Mr Edwards). 
 
Open Spaces. 
a. Cllr. Wheals reported that the Open Spaces Sub-Committee had met and had undertaken an 
inspection of all the Open Spaces in Westwood owned and managed by the Parish Council. He presented 
a written report supported by photographs that he distributed to each councillor. A copy of this report is 
shown below, in italics, and the associated photographs are appended to the minutes. Cllr. Wheals 
explained the nature of the inspection and the findings and together with Cllrs. Phillips and Edwards he 
indicated possible actions to address the various issues identified. 
 

Notes on the Open Spaces Committee meeting in Westwood Park 23rd Sept 2013  

• Pavement from the Turning Circle to Windy Ridge. It was agreed that the area should be 
returned to its original state: (1) Cutting back the bushes and the overhanging tree. Is it part 
of S&J grounds or a separate contract? (2) Removal of the dumped soil (AEW volunteered to 
do this).  

• Tree remains on the other side: Geoff thought he might be able to do this and use some 
of the wood. If not who?  

• Western end of car park: This has been used as a dump by "persons unknown". There are a 
lot of tree branches to be removed (Nov s" bonfire?) and cutting back the nettles as far as 
the existing line of trees. Working party?  

• Field entrance. Overgrowth of bushes is also partly blocking the gate entrance to the Playing 
Field and needs cutting back. Ditto?  

• Ditch: The drainage ditch separating the back gardens of houses from the Playing Field 
will be tidied up by AEW (branches; bollards; etc).  

• Trees in the park. Any TPOs to be noted? As one of the PCs resources, perhaps a 
diagram and record of the trees might be feasible. Volunteers?  

• Hedge line. There is a line of trees/bushes separating the main Park area from the area 
closer to the playing field. Does anyone know of its (historical?) significance?  

• Footpath restoration (1). The official footpath (WWOOll) goes along the east side to the 
steps at the north end. For most of this length it has been lost, overgrown and with large 
tress in it. Restoration (a job for WC and the warden?) seems unnecessary as there is a 
grassy walk inside the original.  

• Footpath restoration (2). On the east side there are the remains of an original surfaced and 
edged footpath that goes from the rear of the houses to the main path. It is not part of an 
official footpath but it is on the WC map and in disrepair. Should it be restored? How? By 
whom?  

• Footpath restoration (3). The paths in (1) and (2) join and run behind the houses in Bobbin 
Lane. It is well used but needs attention: i) Cutting back the undergrowth; ii) putting more 
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gravel on the South end; (iii) restoring the barrier at the North end?  

• Sawn-off street lamp. There has been a complaint about this. Any action? By whom?  

• Post. There is wooden upright post by the South entrance. It has no function. Remove.  

• Seats. The older seats are in need of care and attention. Some slats have been replaced; 
others need cleaning, smoothing and oiling. This will apply to the new Jubilee seat eventually 
and should be done annually (?).  

Councillors discussed this report at some length and resolved to take the following actions: 
 
Pavement from the Turning Circle to Windy Ridge – Mr Cooke to be asked to clear this pavement. 
 
Western end of car park – The Clerk is to place a notice in the Westwood Update requesting 
parishioners not to dump rubbish in this area and indicating the cost to parishioners of contractors 
being asked to remove it. 
 
Field entrance – Mr Cooke is to be asked to clear these overgrown bushes and to ensure that the 
overgrown vegetation by the gate at the southern end of the Playing Field is also cleared. 
 
Footpath restoration (3) – The Clerk is to ask the Footpath Warden to cut back the undergrowth to 
the full extent of the path width i.e. back to the edging stones. 
 
Seats – Mr Cooke is to be asked to regularly maintain the seats, including oiling/varnishing and 
replacing slats where necessary and to top up the gravel where necessary. 
 
b. Cllr Edwards reported that the Play Equipment was in good order, although a small area of the 
safety surface was damaged and needed repair. The Clerk stated that he would contact Playforce. He 
added that the gate needed repair and that the fence had broken. Cllr. Phillips stated that he would contact 
Mr Say to ask him to undertake this work. Cllr. Edwards concluded his report by stating that a fence paling 
was still missing from the fence and that the waste bin was full. 
 
c. The Clerk stated that Mr Cooke had reported that there was a dead cherry tree in Westwood Park. 
The Open Spaces Sub-Committee agreed to inspect the tree and to invite the Council to make a decision 
regarding its destiny at the next meeting.  
 
Cllr. Biles left the meeting for a prior engagement. 
 
Environment. 
a. The Council resolved that a road sign ‘Upper Westwood’ be located in Upper Westwood opposite 
to the Telephone Kiosk/Westwood Park entrance near to, and on the same side of the road, as the Post 
Box. The Clerk was asked to inform Wiltshire Council of the decision. 
 
b. Cllr. Richardson provided the Clerk with a written report that is reproduced below (shown in italics).  
 
Inspection of Highways, Bridleways & Pavements. 
As at 7th October, 44 issues have been raised in total. 28 issues have been resolved or not pursued. 
16 issues are outstanding, for which “tickets” or “work orders” have been raised with the appropriate areas 
within Wiltshire Council or with its contractors.  This includes any work that couldn’t be done on the recent  
 
Community Day. 
The Community Day was delayed from 27th to 30th September.  Most work was completed.  All weed 
problems reported were sprayed and a further visit has been scheduled for 10th October to clear away the 
dead vegetation. 
 
Extension of Virtual Pavement around the blind bend, opposite The New Inn. 
Although Cllr. Ian Richardson received approval to offer up a contribution of £600 at the last Parish Council 
meeting, it is now proposed that the expense is subsumed within the costs of installing the additional 
signage for the permanent  20mph limit. 
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Raised Pavement from Westwood along the C217 Lower Westwood Road to the Junction to Iford. 
Cost estimates are still awaited from Balfour Beatty before the Parish Council can agree to proceed and 
what contribution can be offered to the Community Area Transport Group [CATG] costs.  These estimates 
are expected by 11th October. If agreed and prioritised for action this fiscal year by the CATG on 2nd 
December, work should be completed by the end of March, 2014. 
 
Cllr. Johnston reported that the Bus Shelter was very dirty and needed cleaning. Cllr. Tillion offered to 
assist Cllr. Johnston in cleaning it. 
 
Councillors commented that despite assurances that work had been undertaken on the Community Day 
there appeared to be little to show for the efforts expended.

b. There were no planning applications received after 30 September 2013. 
 
c. There Clerk drew the attention of the Council to the changes to the procedure for dealing with 
planning applications for tree works that had been adopted by Wiltshire Council. 
 
Footpaths. 
The Clerk handed current coloured Footpath Maps to each councillor for reference purposes. 
 
Cllr. Parker reported that the path alongside Westwood Manor grounds was deteriorating and needed 
attention. The Clerk explained that weed spraying had taken place but if this was not successful Mr Cooke 
had been instructed to cut back the unwanted and intrusive vegetation. Cllr. Phillips acknowledged that he 
had still to arrange the repair of the remaining part of this path that leads to the Church. 
 
Cllr. Tillion repeated her concerns regarding Path 24, commenting that the wooded walkway that lies 
across Path 24 to avoid the swamp is very slippery and needs wire netting on it, or something similar, to 
provide a better foothold. 
 
Cllr. Johnston reported a fallen tree on Path 24 near Greenhills. Cllrs. Edwards and Wheals both 
expressed an interest in removing it. 
8. Bradford on Avon Area Board/Community Area Transport Group. 
a. The Chairman stated that the main issues that arose at the Area Board meeting have already been 
discussed during the earlier part of this meeting and that there was nothing further of direct interest to 
Westwood to report. He commented that the presentations given to the attendees at the Area Board 
meeting by him and Cllr. Richardson had been well received and a decision regarding the implementation 
of the Road Traffic Order was awaited. 
The Clerk stated that he was aghast at the ease by which significant sums of money were given as grants 
without, it appeared, close scrutiny of the application. The Chairman supported this view and following 
comments from other councillors, the Clerk was asked to write to Wiltshire Council seeking clarification of 
the process by which grants are awarded and the scrutiny to which they are subjected. 
 
b. In the absence of Westwood having a ‘Village Hall’ the Council resolved that the Parish Council  
would not be eligible to obtain grant funding from the Area Board to provide IT equipment for the Parish 
Room and therefore no application would be made. 
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9. Westwood Update. 
Cllr. Biles had undertaken a thorough review of the Westwood Update, in particular its content and cost, 
and he had provided a written report to all councillors that included observations and recommendations. 
Councillors discussed this report in detail and resolved that the Westwood Update is to continue 
unchanged for the time being but that it would be reviewed annually and its costs carefully monitored. Cllr. 
Edwards was requested to speak to the Editor, Evelyn Wildy to establish whether he could be sent an 
electronic version of the Update for display on the Westwood website. 
 
10. Parish Council Surgery. 
a. Councillors reported that there was no surgery held on 25 September 2013. Notwithstanding that, 
two actions remained from the surgery held in August, namely:   
 

• The state of the footpath by the Social Club. 
• The overgrown vegetation on the steps leading from Linden Crescent to Lower Westwood Road. 

 
It was agreed that Mr Cooke will be asked to clear the vegetation from the Linden Crescent steps. Cllr. 
Johnston reported that the path by the Social Club was in good order. 
 
b. The Council resolved that the next Surgery is to be held on 23 October and the Chairman, Cllr. 
Parker stated that he would attend. 
 
11.    Date of Parish Council Meeting. 
The Council noted the date of the next Meeting: 4 November 2013 
 
12.   Any Other Business. 
Exchange of views on matters not requiring a decision. 
 
The Chairman stated that he had attended a meeting of the Valley Parishes Alliance on 18 September and 
that the following matters were raised: 
 

• The Canal and River Trust has taken over from the British Waterways Board and it is to invest 
some £500,000 in improved moorings and a new mooring strategy for ‘live aboards’ and for visitors.  

• The Limpley Stoke and Freshford Neighbourhood Plan is now in Draft  and comments are invited, 
An important element of the plan has been ‘habitat mapping’ whereby flora and fauna are recorded.  

• The A36 Trunk Road and the impact of heavy traffic on local villages. 
• Proposals for a ‘Variable Message’ board being installed at Farleigh. 

 
The Chairman expressed his concern at the early start and associated noise of the motorcycle rally at 
Farleigh Hungerford the previous Sunday. Councillors commented that they also were disturbed. The Clerk 
was asked to write to the relevant Parish Council to establish the identity of the organiser.

1. Welcome and Introductions. 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.   
 
2.    Apologies. 
Apologies for non-attendance were received from Parish Councillors J Bishop, A Parker, P Phillips, I 
Richardson, J Tillion, A Wheals. 
 
3. Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 7 October 2013. 
The minutes of this meeting were signed as a true and accurate record. 
 
The Chairman decided to take Agenda item 6 at this point but the minutes are written to accord with the 
Agenda. 
 
4. Adjournment. 
The meeting was adjourned for Wiltshire Councillor Magnus Macdonald and any members of the public 
present to raise any points of interest.  
Cllr. Macdonald reported that he attended the Severe Weather Seminar at Royal Wootton Bassett and he 
invited the Parish Council to consider whether it required additional Grit Bins as some funding now 
appears to be available via the CATG. 
 
He stated that he had also attended the Cabinet Meeting at which the following subjects were discussed: 
 

• TransWilts railway link – increasing the frequency of trains from Swindon to Salisbury from two to 
eight or ten a day. 

• The Wiltshire Council road maintenance budget has been increased from £12.5m to £20m for a 
period of six years. He asked the Parish Council to identify problems within the village that might 
be met from this budget. 

• A ‘Green Spaces’ policy has been initiated. 
 
Cllr. Macdonald added that Bradford on Avon is to embark upon an educational ‘Reduce Obesity’ 
campaign and that there is a further initiative termed ‘Bradford on Avon and Beyond’ in which higher 
visibility is to be given to artisan food producers. 
 
The meeting was then reconvened. 
 
5. Westwood Road Safety. 
Cllr. Richardson provided the Clerk with a written report that is reproduced below in italics. The Clerk 
summarised the main points in the reports for the benefit of the Council. 
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a. Road Traffic Order (Westwood 20mph Speed Limit).  
The report has been signed off so the underlying TRO can now be made.  The following is a  summarised 
extract from the report: 
 

• Cllr John Thomson, Deputy Leader and Cabinet Member for Highways, Streetscene and 
Broadband, approves that : 

• The proposal for the 20 mph speed restriction be implemented as advertised [on 9th September]. 
The [single] objector be informed accordingly. 

• The TRO should be made permanent in the next 2 to 3 weeks.   Cllr. Richardson will advise the 
Parish Council when he is advised of the exact date. 
 

Once in force, the following changes will be made to our signage: 
 

• The delimiter on the East side where the C222 Upper Westwood Road becomes a single lane on 
the exit from Upper Westwood towards Freshford, will be moved to the other side of Downside 
Nurseries and additional roundels installed. 

• Additional roundels will be installed along the stretch of C217 Lower Westwood Road on entering 
the village from the East towards the blind bend at The New Inn. 
 

NOTE : at the same time, and at no extra cost to Westwood Parish Council, it has been agreed to 
extend the On-Carriage Footpath on the South side from the junction towards Westwood Manor to just 
past the first dwelling on entering the village from the East on the C217 Lower Westwood Road. 
The work order for the above changes, which had been delayed due to contractual negotiations with 
Balfour Beatty, will be issued by 8thNovember.  Cllr. Richardson will advise the Parish Council when he is 
advised of the dates for the work to be undertaken 
 
b. Community Speed Watch (CSW). 
Volunteer Training & Vetting: 

1. 4 of our 9 volunteers have been trained and 4 more are to be trained by the end of this week [08 
Nov].  Our 9th volunteer will receive his training on 18th Nov. 

2. Vetting of all 9 volunteers is not yet complete.  Cllr. Richardson is chasing this delay. 
3. When [a] the volunteers have all been trained; and [b] their Vetting has been completed; and [c] the 

20mph TRO is made permanent, then the new CSW scheme will start in Westwood. 
Risk Assessment of CSW Locations: 

4. Cllr. Richardson has submitted 10 possible locations, 4 on the Upper [C222] and 6 on the Lower 
[C217] Westwood roads, including the directions to monitor. 
5. Cllr. Richardson has offered to visit each site with the Police official who will be carrying out the risk 
assessments.  It is hoped that this will be done by 8th November. 

Enforcement: 
Cllr. Richardson has received confirmation from the CSW Police Coordinator, Leanne Homewood, of the 
correctness of the following statements.  If the Parish Council wishes it, the statements can be published, 
with or without the information in italics, in the next edition of the Westwood Update, subject to b3 above. 
 

• Any driver who lives in Wiltshire who is clocked exceeding 20mph [including tolerances, this 
amounts to 25mph or more] will receive a 1st warning letter.  If caught again, a 2nd stronger 
worded warning letter will be sent.  On the 3rd occasion, the driver will receive a home visit by the 
Police, a fixed penalty fine and points on their licence, as appropriate. 

• Any driver who lives in Wiltshire who is clocked speeding at 40mph or more, will receive a visit from 
the Police with strong words of advice, with a fixed penalty fine and points on their licence, as 
appropriate.  There will be no warning letters sent. 

• If the driver is not resident in Wiltshire and commits a 3rd offence, the data collected will be given to 
the Neighbourhood Police Team who will carry out road side checks and enforcement, as 
appropriate.

b. Cllr. Biles commented that the presence of a marked police car outside an elderly resident’s home 
had caused some anxiety to the resident when the visit was unconnected with that address. Cllr. Biles 
suggested that in future it may be advisable to notify such residents to allay any fears or anxieties that they 
may have. 
 
7.    Sub-Committees. 
Footpaths. 
Cllr. Johnston stated that there was nothing significant to report. 
 
Cemetery.    
a. The Clerk reported that the recent severe weather and strong winds had blown nine sheets of 
corrugated iron roofing material from a shed at West View Farm into the upper branches of a tree in the 
cemetery. The Clerk stated that the owner of West View Farm was in Scotland and was not contactable 
and in view of the danger they posed and the safety risk they also posed to the funeral that was soon to 
take place he recognised that emergency action needed to be taken. However, he was relieved to be 
advised that two local residents had decided to take the initiative and to remove the sheets from the tree. 
The Council asked the Clerk to thank the individuals concerned and in view of their prompt action that 
averted a possible danger to the users of the cemetery and a significant cost that the Council would have 
incurred if a professional contractor had to be employed to remove the sheets it resolved unanimously to 
make a payment of £50 to each individual.

b. The Council examined the Financial Forecast and resolved that no action was necessary. This 
Forecast is attached to these minutes. 
 
c. The Council resolved to make the payments shown under ‘Payments to be authorised’ on the  
Financial Statement. 
 
Cllrs. Biles and Johnston raised the subject of Council Tax Support and the reports that the setting of the 
precept for FY2014/15 may be more challenging than normal when viewed against the background of a 
reduced Tax Base. The Clerk explained the position, as described in a Briefing Note issued by Wiltshire 
Council, and indicated the possible consequences for the Council Tax payers of Westwood. He 
commented that an additional £925 would have to be raised in order for the existing precept of £10,500 to 
be preserved and this would appear to local Council Tax payers as an above inflation increase that may 
give rise to some controversy. Notwithstanding this, he argued that it was as a direct result of Coalition 
Government policies that the Tax Base had been reduced and that the problem had arisen and was not in 
any way due to the Parish Council seeking to raise additional funding. The Council resolved not to 
respond to the questionnaire. 
 
Open Spaces. 
a. Cllr. Edwards reported that there was still a paling missing from the Play Area fence, the waste bin 
was full and the gate needed repairing. Cllr. Edwards commented that the Open Spaces Sub-Committee 
was intending to map the trees in Westwood Park – location and species – in order to maintain a record of 
them. 
 
b. The Clerk stated that RoSPA had undertaken the annual safety inspection of the Play Area and 
Play Equipment and he handed a copy of the report to Cllr. Edwards to study and to report back at the next 
Parish Council meeting. 
 
c. Cllr Edwards reported that the Play Equipment was in good order. 
 
d. Cllrs. Johnston and Edwards each confirmed that the cherry tree near to the Play Area was dead 
and the Council resolved that it be removed. Cllr. Edwards stated that he would undertake that task. 
 
The Council resolved that Mr Cooke takes action to remove an invasive plant that originates from a public 
footpath and is causing problems for a neighbouring property. A maximum of two hours work was 
authorised. 
 
Cllr. Biles reported that a parishioner had requested that the brambles at the air shafts in Westwood Park 
be cut back. Councillors commented that the brambles serve a useful purpose in obscuring the unsightly 
air shafts and deterring graffiti artists from despoiling the air shaft buildings and the Council resolved that 
the brambles should remain untouched. 
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Environment. 
a. The Clerk reported that Wiltshire Council had suggested alternative sites for the ‘Upper Westwood’ 
road sign. The Council resolved that Cllr. Richardson be given delegated responsibility to decide on the 
location of the sign/signs noting that this subject was closely related to existing proposals for new signage 
in the village. Councillors suggested that Cllr. Richardson discusses the matter with Cllr. Phillips who had 
originally raised the matter with Wiltshire Council. 
 
b. Cllr. Richardson provided the Clerk with a written report that is reproduced below in italics. The 
Clerk summarised the main points in the reports for the benefit of the Council. 
  
Inspection of Highways, Bridleways & Pavements: 
Cllr. Richardson and Jen Hiscock, Wiltshire Council Community Co-Ordinator, met on 1st November and 
walked around the village to check progress and note issues.  As at 4th November, 44 issues have been 
raised in total: 
35 issues have been resolved or not pursued. 9 issues are outstanding, for which “tickets” or “work orders” 
have been raised with the appropriate areas within Wiltshire Council or with its contractors.  This includes 
any work that couldn’t be done on the recent Community Day.  One item in particular has been chased 4 
times.  Points to note are: 
 
• Log item 1: The surface of two bridleways at Staples Hill are considered dangerous.  In particular, 
the “pavement” which is part of one of these bridleways, is the only access to 10 Staple Hill.  The Rights of 
Way Team will inspect the site in the next week or so.  However, they do not believe Wiltshire Council laid 
the tarmac / concrete along one of the bridleways, so they will not maintain the surface that a private body 
has put down. 
• Log items 8, 9 & 10: There are various pot holes and poor surface conditions at the junction with 
the Lower Westwood Road [C217].  We are awaiting dates from Balfour Beatty to re-patch this area.  The 
residents will receive notification of the short disruption to access. 
• Log item 40: On both sides of the road, there is vegetation growing at the bottom between the road 
and the wall on one side, and overhanging the On-Carriage Footpath on the other side.  The latter has 
been cleared, and the wall-side will be cleared by 8th November. 
All Councillors should please advise Cllr. Richardson of any issues on an on-going basis.  Jen Hiscock has 
provided Cllr. Richardson with an iPhone / iPad App which can be used to record and report issues 
immediately, including uploading photos on site. 
 
Extension of Virtual Pavement around the blind bend, opposite The New Inn: 
Although Cllr. Ian Richardson received approval to offer up a contribution of £600 at the last Parish Council 
meeting, it is likely that the expense will be subsumed within the costs of installing the permanent  20mph 
limit. 
 
Raised Pavement from Westwood along the C217 Lower Westwood Road to the Junction to Iford: 
The suggested solution is looking like gabions to provide the retaining structure.  Estimating costs has 
started but further work is needed from Balfour Beatty. 
On receipt, the Parish Council will consider if it wishes to proceed and what contribution can be offered to 
the Community Area Transport Group costs.  The next CATG meeting is on 2nd December. 
If agreed by the Parish Council and the CATG, but the work cannot be accommodated within their available 
budget,  there is a separate application process and budget for Substantive projects or schemes of work. 
 
White-Lining:

1. Welcome and Introductions. 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting.   
 
2.    Apologies. 
Apologies for non-attendance were received from Parish Councillors J Bishop, A Parker and P Phillips. 
 
3. Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 4 November 2013. 
The minutes of this meeting were signed as a true and accurate record. 
 
4. Adjournment. 
The meeting was adjourned for Wiltshire Councillor Macdonald and any members of the public present to 
raise any points of interest.  
 
The meeting was then reconvened. 
 
5. Westwood Road Safety. 
Cllr. Richardson provided the Clerk with a written report that is reproduced below in italics. Cllr. Richardson 
summarised the main points in the reports for the benefit of the Council. 
 
a. 20mph Traffic Road Order (TRO) (Westwood 20mph Speed Limit). 
The TRO is now operational as of today, and the 20mph speed limit is enforceable throughout Westwood. 
A meeting with Balfour Beatty is being held this Thursday, 5th December, to schedule the following changes 
will be made to our signage : 

• The delimiter on the East side where the C222 Upper Westwood Road becomes a single lane on 
the exit from Upper Westwood towards Freshford, will be moved to the other side of Downside 
Nurseries and additional roundels installed. 

• Additional roundels will be installed along the stretch of C217 Lower Westwood Road on entering 
the village from the East towards the blind bend at The New Inn. 

• At the same time, and at no extra cost to Westwood Parish Council, it has been agreed to extend 
the On-Carriage Footpath on the South side from the junction towards Westwood Manor to just past 
the first dwelling on entering the village from the East on the C217 Lower Westwood Road. 

 
b. Community Speed Watch (CSW). 
Volunteer Training & Vetting : 
• All 9 volunteers have completed their training. 
• Vetting is not yet complete due to the volume and demand from new schemes.  Cllr. Richardson 
continues to monitor this delay. 
• When the Vetting has been completed for at least 2 volunteers , the new CSW scheme will start in 
Westwood. 
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Risk Assessment of CSW Locations : 
• Cllr. Richardson has submitted 10 possible locations, 4 on the Upper [C222] and 6 on the Lower 
[C217] Westwood roads, including the directions to monitor. 
• Cllr. Richardson has offered to visit each site with the Police official who will be carrying out the risk 
assessments.  It is hoped that this will be done by 8th November. 
 
Launch Meeting : 
Cllr. Richardson will hold a launch meeting to agree timetables, partnerings and so on. 
 
Enforcement : 
Cllr. Richardson has received confirmation from the CSW Police Coordinator, Leanne Homewood, of the 
correctness of the following statements. 
Cllr. Richardson proposed that the following should be published in the next Westwood Update : 
• Any driver who lives in Wiltshire who is clocked exceeding 20mph will receive a 1st warning letter.  
If caught again, a 2nd stronger worded warning letter will be sent.  On the 3rd occasion, the driver will 
receive a home visit by the Police, a fixed penalty fine and points on their licence, as appropriate. 
• Any driver who lives in Wiltshire who is clocked speeding at 40mph or more, will receive a visit from 
the Police with strong words of advice, with a fixed penalty fine and points on their licence, as appropriate.  
There will be no warning letters sent. 
• If the driver is not resident in Wiltshire and commits a 3rd offence, the data collected will be given to 
the Neighbourhood Police Team who will carry out road side checks and enforcement, as appropriate. 
 
The Parish Council resolved that the article above be published in the Westwood Update. 
 
c. There were no other ‘Westwood Road Safety’ reports. 
 
6. Neighbourhood Policing. 
a. In the absence of a representative from the Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT) no report was 
given.

b. The Council resolved to make the payments shown under ‘Payments to be authorised’ on the  
Financial Statement. 
 
Open Spaces. 
a. Cllr. Edwards stated that the Annual RoSPA Safety Inspection Report had identified the following as 
‘medium risk’:  
• Junior Swing – Seat damaged. 
• Multiplay – One bolt missing (Green infill panel at upper deck) and cap cover missing. 
 
The Clerk was asked to contact Playforce and request that these items be addressed. 
 
Cllr. Edwards reported that there was still a paling missing from the Play Area fence, the waste bin was full 
and the gate needed repairing. The Council resolved that a decision will be made on whether to install a 
new gate at the next Parish Council meeting. 
Cllr. Wheals commented that the Open Spaces Sub-Committee had commenced mapping the location and 
species of the trees in Westwood Park and had identified around one hundred trees in the park. 
Cllr. Biles reported that there had been an altercation between two horse riders relating to riding horse 
through Westwood Park in that one rider had claimed that it was a bridleway and therefore horse riding 
was permitted. The name of the rider had been noted. The Clerk was asked to confirm that a bye law 
prohibited the riding of horses through the park and to write to the horse rider concerned – subject to 
obtaining that conformation. 
Cllr. Edwards reported that the old electricity cable and a black post were still evident near to the park. Cllr. 
Richardson stated that the former was already included on his list of tasks. 
 
b. This item was addressed under a. above. 
 
c. The Clerk read out correspondence from a parishioner relating to dog fouling in the fields opposite 
Westwood Manor and on other pasture land. The Chairman stated that the Parish Council had attempted 
many times to have waste bins located near to the Manor but the National Trust whose land it is refuses to 
give permission. The Clerk was asked to obtain warning notices and to request the National Trust for 
permission to display them and to also display them at the other sites identified in the correspondence. 
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d. Cllr. Wheals reported that grass was overgrowing the tarmac path through the park. The Clerk was 
asked to request Mr Cooke to reinstate the path back to its original edging – a task he had undertaken 
some years previously. Cllrs. Wheals and Edwards stated that they were intending to obtain views from 
parishioners via a questionnaire regarding possible changes or additions to the park that they may wish to 
see. 
 
Environment. 
a. Cllr. Richardson met Kate Davey from Wiltshire Council to discuss the request for a road sign for 
Upper Westwood like the one for Lower Westwood at the bottom of Orchard Close.  It was agreed that 
there would be a ROAD sign, not a PLACE sign to suggest that Upper Westwood and Lower Westwood 
were two separate villages. 
 
Cllr. Richardson proposed that rather than a single sign in the middle, there should be two signs stating 
Upper Westwood Road at both entrances to the village along the C222.  These, unlike place names, would 
be placed along and parallel to the road.  The signage on the west side would be placed near the new 
delimiter / 20mph perimeter signage to be located just beyond Downside Nurseries.  There are no costs to 
the Parish Council. The Council resolved to adopt this proposal. 
 
In the same manner, two signs should be placed along the C217 with Lower Westwood Road signs.  The 
existing sign at the bottom of Orchard Close would be removed and, rather than put one so far out on the 
entrance from Trowbridge, it would be located near the junction with Lyefield Lane.  The other would go 
near the existing entrance to the village from Freshford.  If the Parish Council agreed to this, the Parish 
Council has been asked to contribute £100 towards the costs. The Council resolved to adopt this proposal 
and to pay the sum of £100 if requested. 
 
b. Cllr. Richardson provided the Clerk with a written report that is reproduced below in italics. Cllr. 
Richardson summarised the main points in the reports for the benefit of the Council. 
 
Inspection of Highways, Bridleways & Pavements : 
Of the 46 issues raised, only 8 [17%] remain open. 9 issues are outstanding, for which “tickets” or “work 
orders” have been raised with the appropriate areas within Wiltshire Council or with its contractors.  This 
includes any work that couldn’t be done on the recent Community Day.  One item in particular has been 
chased 4 times.   
 
Points to note are : 
 
Log item 1 : The surface of two bridleways at Staples Hill are considered dangerous.  In particular, the 
“pavement” which is part of one of these bridleways, is the only access to 10 Staple Hill.  The Rights of 
Way Team will inspect the site in the next week or so.  However, they do not believe Wiltshire Council laid 
the tarmac / concrete along one of the bridleways, so they will not maintain the surface that a private body 
has put down. 
 
Log item 40 : The vegetation growing on both sides of the Lower Westwood Road, along the stretch 
including the on-carriage footpath, has now been removed.  However, plants growing out of the wall and 
overhanging the road, as well as the increasing numbers and lengths of cracking in the wall itself, have 
been reported to Jonathan Aziz for his attention in conjunction with the National Trust who own the wall. 
All Councillors should please advise Cllr. Richardson of any issues on an ongoing basis.  Jen Hiscock has 
provided Cllr. Richardson with an iPhone / iPad App which can be used to record and report issues 
immediately, including uploading photos on site. 
Raised Pavement from Westwood along the C217 Lower Westwood Road to the Junction to Iford : 
An estimate for the pavement has been received costing £15,000, to which must be added costs for 
infrastructure to shore up the banks leading down to the field in several places. 
Cllr. Richardson proposed that this initiative is rejected at this point to avoid any further wasted time and 
effort for a scheme which neither the Parish nor the Council can afford or justify at this level of cost. 
The Council resolved to adopt this proposal. 
White-Lining : 
Following remediation of poor quality resurfacing work at the end of August, the white-lining has finally 
been done. 
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C217 / B3109 junction signage changes / improvements : 
These are scheduled to be carried out this month. 
 
The following written report (in italics) was given to the Clerk by Cllr. Richardson. It was not tabled or 
discussed at the Parish Council Meeting but is reproduced here for future reference and for inclusion in the 
Westwood Update.  
 
Faster Broadband : 
Wiltshire Online “Wiltshire is going Superfast ! Get Connected !” is a county-wide initiative to bring faster 
broadband to as many of us as possible, together with help and support to get you up and running.  For 
more information, go to http://www.wiltshireonline.org/.  This is a large and complex project with 
considerable investment and, naturally, it involves significant changes to the provision of IT across our 
telecommunications infrastructure throughout the county.  This takes time and it is not with its challenges.  
To help keep you informed, the Parish Council have sought an update from the Wiltshire Online project 
manager about their plans and progress to deliver this 21st century capability to our community. 
In summary, this is the current position.  We can confirm that BT are working in the Bradford-on-Avon 
exchange as part of their commercial roll out, but Westwood is not being picked up commercially by BT or 
any other supplier.  This means that we are in the scope of the Wiltshire Online project itself, and they will 
invest in our area.  Work is scheduled to begin in late 2014 and an implementation plan has been drawn up 
with the objective to bring fibre optics [the superfast infrastructure that supersedes the use of copper wire] 
to as many homes as possible.  You will not be surprised that the order of roll out, or schedule, is 
constrained by the existing infrastructure and geography of our rural part of the county.  Work may have 
already started in the exchange commercially but, as part of the Wiltshire Online project, they have to 
complete on-the-ground surveying of existing infrastructure, checking ducts and so on, and working closely 
with planning and highways about the locations of new equipment and cabling to get fibre optics to our 
homes.  There are even difficulties caused by different boundaries, such as postcodes or towns, and a 
small village could be fed from a number of telephone exchanges and there may even be several 
technologies in use.  This is one reason why communication is not easy, as it may need to be done on a 
house by house basis in some areas, which itself is dependent on surveys being completed to know what 
type of communication is appropriate and when.  A complex project indeed ! 
At the moment, implementation plans are very fluid until the completion of survey work.  The Wiltshire 
Online site will be updated when new information is available, and their map of this part of the county will 
be in line with those plans.  The Parish Council have a regular action to obtain quarterly updates from 
January, 2014 onwards so, watch this space !
